Ione Howe Louk, after being active in the community of Austin, MN, moved to Mankato to further her 
education, earning her master’s degree in 1983 in Women’s Studies at the age of 71. Louk was the first M.S. 
recipient in the department. As a student she was a graduate assistant in Women’s Studies and the Women’s 
Center.  In the Women’s Center she served on the initial grant-writing committee, developed a reorientation 
Program for re-entry students, and served as assistant director.  In Women’s Studies she was a program 
committee member from 1979 to 1981. This scholarship was established in Louk’s name in 1984 and provides 
help for a female, single parent or other non-traditional student enrolled in the Women’s Studies undergraduate 
program.
